1. Perceptions towards reserves in general seems neg ative  (61%)
2. Damage causing animals seemingly not a major cons traint but rather 

water, grazing, stock theft and problems associated  with ticks
3. Major need for assistance from reserves must be i n the form of job 

creation and possibly fodder harvesting??
4. Data from group discussions should be validated w ith quantitative 

surveys
